 Provide Companionship: OƯer a warm welcome and a listening ear to support social connection 
and emotional well-being. 

 Manage Environment: Ensure the Caretaker’s Cottage remains tidy, comfortable, and welcoming 
throughout the event. 



 Maintain Safety: EƯectively communicate Rest Stop Ranch rules in a non-threatening manner. 

 Adhere to Care Policies: Strictly follow the policy that staƯ and volunteers are not responsible for 
direct guest assistance, including dressing, eating, ambulating, or toileting hygiene . 

Required Training & Skills 

 Orientation: Volunteers are oriented and paired with a member of our team to perform tasks; 
additional on-the-job training is provided as needed. 

 Compassion & Empathy: A strong desire to act for the mission and vision of Rest Stop Ranch and 
support those on the long-term-care journey. 

 Communication: Able to talk informally to adults in groups and one-on-one. 

 Reliability: Ability to commit to a regular weekly schedule as outlined in the program calendar. 

The Ideal Candidate 

 Lived Experience: Personal experience as a care partner or having a family member with long-
term illness or disability is highly recommended. 

 Positive Attitude: Contributing with a positive, "can-do" attitude with all guests and team 
members.
